Currency and Credit Cards

The unit of Korean currency is the Won. Coin denominations are 1 won, 5 won, 10 won, 50 won, 100 won, 500 won. Bank notes are 1000 won, 5000 won, 10000 won. Bank checks are circulated in denominations of 100000 won and over.

Foreign currency and traveler’s check can be converted into Korean won at foreign exchange banks and other authorized money changers. The exchange rate is subject to market fluctuations. One U.S dollar (USD) was equivalent to about 1200 won as of April 2003.

Credit cards, including VISA, American Express, Diner’s Club, Master Card and JCB, are accepted at major hotels, department stores, and larger restaurants.

Electricity

In Korea, outlets for 220 volts 60 cycles with a round two-pin plug are dominant. Always check the power supply before using your equipment.
