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Scope of ISO/IEC JTC1/SC 24

Title: Computer Graphics, Image Processing and  Information Presentation
[Japan (KF): I cannot accept the proposed change because the term “Information Processing” is much broader than “Integrated Environmental Data Representation”. The change may exclude the activities of SC 32, but may include other activities such as document processing.   Looking at responses from other NBs, I would be ready to accept some minor modification of the balloted term, e.g., “Vision-centred Environmental Data Representation”, where “vision-centred” and “presentation” inhibit many potential conflicts with other SCs and TCs.]

[US (RC):  Would like “Environmental Data Representation” to stay in the title]

[SEDRIS (FM): Would like “Environmental Data Representation” to stay in the title, with or without “Information Presentation”]

Area of Work: Standardization of interfaces for information technology based

applications relating to:

· computer graphics,

· image processing,

· virtual reality, 

· environmental data representation including terrain, ocean, atmosphere and space,
·  and

[Japan (KF): Addition of “including….” Will not limit the subject any more, i.e. it does not make “environmental data” any more specific. Here I propose again to use “vision-centred” before “environmental data representation”.]

· interaction with, and presentation of, information.

Included are the following related areas:

Modelling and simulation, related reference models; application program interfaces; functional specifications; representation models; interchange formats, encodings and their specifications, including metafiles; device interfaces; testing methods; registration procedures; presentation and support for creation of multimedia and hypermedia documents.

An important aspect of the work in  JTC 1/SC 24 is effective cooperation with other recognized standards organizations. In the work of environmental data representation, these organizations include ISO TC 211, DGIWG, WMO, IHO, ICAO, IAU/IAG and NATO. In the work of virtual reality, these organizations include W3C and Web3D. In the work of computer graphics and image processing, these organizations include DGIWG, ISO TC 211 and NATO.

Character and image coding; coding of multimedia and hypermedia document

interchange formats; JTC 1 work in user system interfaces and document presentation; ISO TC 207 work on ISO 14000 environment management and ISO TC 211 work on geographic information and geomatics.
