3. Opportunity for TC 211 Participation in a Joint Work Item

Whereas it would be beneficial to:

a. Conduct a definition of Datum Transformation math models as a joint project for ISO/IEC JTC 1 SC24 and ISO TC211

b. Utilize the expertise of  TC211 to;

· Accomplish broader national body participation

· Express/Address the needs of Liaison Members of both Committees

c. Yield a consensus set of database fields that includes empirical data, pedigree of data and defined limits for each transformation model

d. Use available findings from appropriate sources, such as DGIWG

Therefore:

ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 requests the SC 24 Secretary to invite TC 211 to participate in the development of similarity transformation templates, as part of Amendment 1 to Edition 2 of ISO/IEC 18026—Spatial reference model (SRM).

4. Promoting Joint Spatial work with TC 211

Whereas:

an opportunity has arisen for joint work with ISO TC 211 in the area of spatial referencing, in particular with respect to datum transformations and similarity transformation templates, and other areas,

Therefore:

ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 requests SC 24 to authorize the following to act as subject matter experts:

5. Continuation of the Co-operation with the SEDRIS Organization

Whereas:

a)
co-operation during the last year between ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24 and the SEDRIS Organization has been productive and to the mutual benefit of both organizations;

b)
there are additional SEDRIS-related standards projects in process that emanate from the SEDRIS Organization and National Bodies, and therefore additional future work is anticipated.

Therefore:

ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 requests that SC 24 endorse the continued co-operation with the SEDRIS Organization in the development of additional ISO/IEC work items based on SEDRIS-related standards.

6. The Work of the SC 24/TC 211 Joint Task Force

ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 informs SC 24 that the co-operation between SC 24 and TC211 made possible by the Joint Task Force (JTF) needs to continue, but notes that the JTF has not been active for over a year and that both the TC 211 Co-convenor and the SC 24 Co-convenor have relinquished their positions and have not been replaced. ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 recommends that SC 24 seek alternative ways in which to liaise with TC 211 while the JTF is not active.
7. Change of Deliverable for Project 18026 from Amd 2 to a Revision

Whereas:

a. a New Work item for ISO/IEC 18026 Amendment 2 has been approved, and,

b. the resulting changes which, although they do not alter the scope of the AWI, will cause the inclusion of complex modifications to linkages between existing clauses and,

c. such changes would make an Amendment document more difficult to use,

Therefore:

SC24/WG 8 requests that SC24 asks for the project deliverable for ISO/IEC 18026 to be changed from an Amendment to a Revision. 
8. SC 24 External Relationship Chart

Whereas:

a. SC 24 has a number of relationships with external organizations, such as NATO, IATA and DGIWG, as well as with other committees within ISO, and

b. such relationships are difficult to explain to persons not familiar with SC 24, as the information is not recorded in a single place

Therefore;

SC 24/WG 8 recommends that an external relationship chart be produced to illustrate the relational links between SC 24 and external organizations and that such a chart be included in the SC 24 Business Plan.
